Day two will see them take a
91km trip around the scenic Hunter Valley before they depart on the final day to head back to Sydney.

All up the riders will cover over 400 kilometres to raise money for Day of Difference. People can visit
www.entoure.com.au to sponsor a rider.

The event runs from Friday 29 May to Sunday 31 May, 2009 (A map of the cycle route is attached on the next page)

Day 1: Depart Rolf Park, Galston Road, Hornsby and head 157km north to the Hunter Valley
Day 2: Riders continue another 91km around the Hunter Valley
Day 3: Riders travel 137km back to Manly (day is broken up into two sections)

To date, Entoure has raised $500,000 through its Cycle Classics. Proceeds to the Day of Difference Foundation
have gone towards the funding of audio-visual equipment at Australia’s first paediatric simulation centre. Money
raised for the Entoure Cycle Classic: Hunter Valley will again fund audio visual equipment at the Westmead
simulation centre and also go to purchase urgently needed medical equipment to help victims from the recent
bushfires in Victoria.

Over 13 blue chip corporations have supported Entoure events since its inception and several of the riders who
have participated in the events are some of Australia’s leading business heads
